On behalf of my owners and Charterers I hereby protest that the bunkering operation carried out from your vessel at the above location, was not carried out in full compliance with the Singapore Bunkering Procedures. 

The following procedures as laid down in the Singapore bunkering procedures were not carried out: (* Delete item if not applicable)

* A bunker requisition form was not completed before delivery commenced.

* A copy of the bunker requisition form was not presented to the Chief engineer after     the form was completed.

* The barge did not present chief Engineer with a completed copy of the barge tank    measurement/calculation form before and or after the transfer operation.

* The bunker delivery receipt when presented for signature to the chief engineer showed   a significant difference in quantity from that received in the Gulf Grace's bunker   tanks.

* The bunker barge did not carry out a water cut using water finding paste in the   presence of the chief engineer.

* The barge did not take tank temperatures using an ASTM Thermometer in the presence of   the chief engineer.

* The cargo officer did not invite the chief engineer to inspect the sampling equipment   before delivery of the bunkers.

* The sample container was not sealed in the presence of the chief engineer before   commencing transfer operations.

* The chief engineer was not invited to witness sample collected and check security seal   on the container.

* The chief engineer was not witness to homogeneous mixing of the collected barge   sample, placing of the sample in equal portions into three one litre sample containers   and security sealing of the three samples.

* The barge staff attached labels and sealed the presented sample without the chief   

  Engineer being witness to the operation.

* The Bunker barge staff refused to sign Notes of Protest presented by the vessel   covering the bunker transfer operation.

On behalf of my owners and charterers, I hereby note protest and reserve their rights to refer to this matter at a later date.
